Candidate Forums

The McMinnville Kiwanis Club is once again hosting a set of
election-year candidate forums under the sponsorship of
KLYC radio, McMinnville Community Media public access TV
and the News-Register newspaper, with KLYC radio
personality Larry Bohnsack moderating.

On April 8 the featured race is Kathy George/Kris Bledsoe.
On April 15 the Mary Stern/Mary Starrett race. Should
additional candidates file for either seat prior to the March
9 deadline, we would, of course, extend the same invitation
to them.

We plan to use the same approach we have used in the
past. We have traditionally carved up 40 to 45 minutes this
way:

Each candidate is given the opportunity to make an opening
and closing statement, with the order of speaking to be
drawn by lot. Between those statements, the candidates
are given the opportunity, in alternating order, to field
questions posed by our moderator.

A set amount of time is allotted — yet to be determined, in
this case — for opening and closing statements and
answers to questions. A timekeeper provides appropriate
signals to the candidates so they can see where they are
time wise.

We throw the forums open to the general public on a
reservation-only basis, at our member lunch price, but ask
that campaigns allow nature to take its course and not
attempt to pack the house artificially. We prefer to end up
with a manageable sprinkling of guests supplementing our
club membership, giving us a probable attendance in the
50 range.

Sorry, but we have opted from the outset to leave the
questioning up to the moderator. We don't permit questions
from the floor by either members or guests.

The media sponsorship has ensured broad multimedia
exposure in the past, and we would expect that to
continue. It is certain to produce a major newspaper article
and multiple broadcast airings.
